 A development company 

from Trempealeau, Wis., has 

shown interest in constructing 

a 12-plex apartment building 

in Cochrane. 
 Dan Terek of Coulee De-

velopment, Inc., met with vil-

lage board officials in June to 

see what they thought of the 

idea.  Terek, accompanied by 

Todd Bagniewski, said the 

company was interested in 

buying property for a project 

if Cochrane thought the com-

munity needed more apart-

ments.  Coulee Development has 

48 apartments in 5 buildings 

at Galesville. A 6th building 

with a 12-plex was due to be 

finished soon, according to 

Terek.   The company was inter-

ested in building a 2-story 

12-plex with 4 apartments on 

the 1st floor and 8 on the 2nd 

floor.  Terek said 2-bedroom 

apartments with two baths 

would range in size from 

1,100 to 1,250 square feet. 

 Rent including water ser-

vice would run about $850 

to $900 per month, Terek 

said. The building would be 

protected by a fire sprinkling 

system and security cameras.  

 Terek said research sug-

gested that Cochrane was a 

“good location” for adding 

more modern apartments 

with off-street parking and 

tuck under garages. 

 The village board ex-

pressed support for the pro-

posal and agreed there might 

be interest in having more 

apartments in Cochrane. 

 Terek said if land could be 

located and secured, possibly 

on the north end of Cochrane, 

a project might be able to go 

up in 2020. 
 According to the company, 

cost of building a quality 12-

plex in Cochrane was estimat-

ed at $750,000 to $800,000. 

 Coulee 
Development 

formed in 2005 and by 2009 

shaped its business model to 

focus on building what it de-

scribes as “high-quality rental 

units.” The company’s online web 

site sums up its mission as 

providing tenants with stress 

free, convenient living in a 

modern and safe apartment 

building with “high-end ame-

nities at reasonable rates.”

Apartment Developer Wants

to Build 12-plex in Cochrane

Brommerich News Service

 Charges have been filed 

against a man suspected of 

committing as many as 70 

garage and shed burglaries in 

Buffalo County.
 For now, 42-year-old Mi-

chael D. Kronebusch of Win-

ona, Minn., is accused of two 

burglary offenses in criminal 

complaints filed in Buffalo 

County Circuit Court. 

 Kronebusch was in custo-

dy in Minnesota where he is 

accused of burglary and theft 

charges in Winona. Warrants 

were issued for Kronebusch 

to be extradited to Buffalo 

County.  Investigator Mike Osmond 

of the county sheriff’s de-

partment says Kronebusch 

provided a written statement 

confessing to an estimated 

70 garage and shed burglar-

ies between September and 

March.  According to police re-

ports, burglaries and theft of 

property occurred in Foun-

tain City, Cochrane, Buffalo 

City, Nelson and the Town 

of Milton. Winona police 

suspect Kronebusch was re-

sponsible for burglaries in a 

multi-county region. 

 Buffalo County authorities 

were told that Winona police 

had seized a large amount of 

suspected stolen property. 

 Kronebusch was allegedly 

entering garages and sheds to 

find property he could load 

in his vehicle and later sell to 

raise money for a drug habit. 

 Osmond, who interviewed 

Kronebusch at a jail in Hous-

ton County, Minn., says 

Kronebusch claimed to need 

$500 to $1,000 a week to sup-

port a meth addiction. 

 According to police re-

cords, Kronebusch alleged-

ly said he preferred stealing 

from stores than going out at 

3 a.m. in the morning looking 

for burglary spots. 

 In the complaints, Osmond 

says Kronebusch described 

parking and walking around 

a neighborhood looking for 

personal property to grab and 

make off with. 
 Kronebusch 

sometimes 

would leave property along 

a curb and return later with a 

vehicle to pick it up as if he 

was collecting garbage, ac-

cording to Osmond. 

 Vehicles used in the com-

mission of alleged crimes 

were usually stolen as well as 

the gasoline needed to oper-

ate them, reports claimed. 

 The complaints current-

ly filed against Kronebusch 

in Buffalo County describe 

burglaries that occurred last 

September in Cochrane and 

Milton.  A small shed burglary in 

Cochrane resulted in theft of 

a 2 horsepower Mercury boat 

motor, two gasoline powered 

weed trimmers and a Home-

lite chainsaw, reports said. 

The motor was later recov-

ered.  A shed by a house along 

Indian Creek Road in Milton 

was entered in late Septem-

ber. Four pickup truck wheels 

and tires were reported sto-

len.  Next door to that place, 

Kronebusch allegedly told 

police that he stole 3 chain-

saws, gas cans, antique axes 

and a power washer from a 

storage shed. 
 That and other suspected 

burglary and theft offenses in 

Buffalo County remained un-

der investigation with charges 

pending.

 Buffalo County agreed 

to loan Chippewa County 

$49,700 to support and share 

burden of annual cash flow 

issues by the Western Region 

Recovery and Wellness Con-

sortium. 

 The money represents 

working capital needed to 

pay Buffalo County’s share of 

service provider costs for cli-

ents receiving care for mental 

health and substance abuse is-

sues. 

 The 5-year-old recovery & 

wellness consortium, admin-

istered by Chippewa County, 

contracts service providers 

for clients in 9 counties, in-

cluding Buffalo, Pepin, Dunn, 

Pierce and Barron. 

 The consortium receives 

80 percent reimbursement for 

service costs up front from 

state Medicaid and the rest is 

recovered within 12 months, 

according to a resolution ap-

proved by the Buffalo County 

Board. 

 The lag time for the lead 

agency, Chippewa County, 

to receive full reimburse-

ment for service fees paid out 

led to a $1 million cash flow 

problem that Chippewa was 

shouldering by itself. 

 That led to a fairer plan 

that will calculate a share of 

“working capital” required of 

each county annually to cov-

er cash flows due to delays 

in full reimbursement from 

Medicaid. Transfer amounts 

could vary from one year to 

the next based on provider 

costs and client numbers. 

 There were 206 people 

receiving mental health and 

substance abuse services from 

the consortium in 2017, 11 of 

them from Buffalo County 

and 11 in Pepin County. 

 The client service list was 

51 in Dunn County and 35 

in Pierce County, their an-

nual transfers for cash flow 

$231,000 and $158,000, re-

spectively. 

 Total cost of contracting 

provider services in 2017 ran 

$120,000 in Buffalo County 

and $253,600 in Pepin Coun-

ty. 

 Medical assistance costs 

for services in Polk Coun-

ty topped $700,000 in 2017. 

Dunn County was $697,000 

and Pierce, $676,000.
